On Friday, Yogi Adityanath
set a new record by

becoming the first chief min-
ister of Uttar Pradesh to hold
office continuously for seven
years and 149 days.
Yogi Adityanath has represent-
ed the Gorakhpur Urban
assembly constituency in the
Uttar Pradesh legislative assem-
bly since 2022 and has success-

fully led the state as chief min-
ister since 2017.
Yogi Adityanath assumed office
as the 21st chief minister of
Uttar Pradesh on March 19,
2017, and has remained in the
position ever since. His tenure
surpasses that of the previous
leaders of regional parties who
have held the office, including
Chaudhary Charan Singh,
Mulayam Singh Yadav,
Mayawati and Akhilesh Yadav.

In comparison, Dr
Sampurnanand, a former
Congress MLA, served as chief
minister for 5 years and 345
days, from December 28, 1954
to December 7, 1960. Despite
serving as chief minister three
times, Mulayam Singh Yadav of
the Samajwadi Party held office
for only six years and 274 days
across his terms. Mayawati,
who served as chief minister
four times, remained in the

position for seven years and 16
days, falling short of Yogi
Adityanath’s record. Akhilesh
Yadav, also from the SP, served
as chief minister for only five
years and four days.
Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath
stands out as a leader under the
leadership of the same party
that formed the government for
two consecutive terms. When
Yogi Adityanath took the oath
as chief minister on March 25,

2022, he broke a 37-year-old
record set by Narayan Dutt
Tiwari, who had taken oath as
chief minister for the second
time in the undivided Uttar
Pradesh in 1985. Yogi
Adityanath has surpassed this
milestone as well.
On November 9, 2000, the
formation of Uttarakhand led
to the division of Uttar Pradesh
into two states. Since then, no
party had managed to form the

government in Uttar Pradesh
for two consecutive terms until
Yogi Adityanath accomplished
this feat. Chief Minister Yogi
Adityanath had already set
another milestone on Thursday
by becoming the first chief
minister of Uttar Pradesh to
hoist the national flag on
Independence Day for eight
consecutive times. Yogi
Adityanath also shattered the
longstanding myth that any

chief minister who visits Noida
risks losing the position. He
visited Noida and launched
numerous schemes and pro-
jects, contributing significant-
ly to the development of Noida
and Greater Noida. Under
Yogi’s leadership, substantial
efforts have been made to
enhance infrastructure, attract
industrial investment, and
improve the quality of life in
these areas.
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Bahujan Samaj Party chief
Mayawati on Friday criti-

cised Prime Minister Narendra
Modi’s Independence Day
speech delivered from the Red
Fort in Delhi.
She condemned the prime
minister for describing Baba
Saheb Dr Bhimrao Ambedkar’s
principles of secularism, which
emphasise equal respect for all
religions, as ‘communal’.
Mayawati argued that the gov-
ernment’s failure to uphold
the constitutional intent of sec-
ularism reflects poorly on true
patriotism and governance.
Furthermore, Mayawati
expressed disappointment over
the prime minister’s speech
for “neglecting critical nation-
al issues such as widespread
poverty, unemployment, infla-
tion and backwardness”.
She highlighted that the speech
did not offer any new hope for
the approximately 1.25 billion
people affected by these prob-
lems, and asked when they
would experience ‘achhe din
(better days).
Mayawati also criticised the
prime minister for not
addressing the crucial issue of
reservations for Dalits and
adivasis, which she believes is
particularly pressing following
the Supreme Court’s ruling on
August 1, 2024. She noted
that despite the Bharatiya

Janata Party’s assurances to its
MPs, the issue remains unre-
solved.
Mayawati also pointed out
that the Congress, like the BJP,
has remained silent on the
sub-categorisation and divi-
sion of Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe groups, which
she deems unacceptable.
The former chief minister of

Uttar Pradesh further attacked
the government emphasising
that this day would only be spe-
cial for the country’s nearly 140
crore Bahujans if they are freed
from poverty and can lead a
prosperous life, which would,
in turn, enhance the nation’s
respect.
She stressed that this would be
possible only if the Central and

Uttar Pradesh governments
adopt a “providing work to
every hand” approach, similar
to what was implemented dur-
ing the four terms of BSP rule
in Uttar Pradesh.
Mayawati also criticiSed the
BJP and the UP government’s
widely promoted ‘Har Ghar
Tiranga’ campaign, stating that
slogans like “Let’s hoist the tri-
colour together and awaken
patriotism” are attempts to dis-
tract the public from pressing
real issues.

She urged the government to
stop mocking the people with
emotional slogans and instead
focus on providing more
employment opportunities to
the poor, allowing them to
live with dignity rather than
relying on minimal aid.
She also condemned the gov-
ernment’s practice of demolish-
ing the homes of those depen-
dent on self-employment.
While the government claims
progress in economic develop-
ment, she pointed out that if
the poor remain impoverished
and their incomes stagnant,
such claims are merely hollow.
Mayawati further highlighted
the need to address the depre-
ciation of the rupee against the
dollar, which affects self-
reliance. 
She called for the government
to move beyond distractions
and play a truly welfare-orient-
ed role.
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Chief Minister Yogi
Adityanath stated on

Friday that Bharat Ratna and
former prime minister Atal
Bihari Vajpayee laid the foun-
dation of modern India.
He noted, “In addition to serv-
ing as prime minister three
times, he played a crucial role
in removing political instabil-
ity of the country.”
Chief Minister Yogi paid floral
tributes to the statue of former
prime minister late Atal Bihari
Vajpayee, at Lok Bhavan on his
sixth death anniversary.
Addressing reporters, he said,
“Atal Bihari Vajpayee had pro-
vided the country with a model
for good governance, infra-
structure and rural develop-
ment”
Yogi further mentioned that the
Antyodaya programmes run
during Atal Bihari Vajpayee’s
government reflect his vision-
ary approach.
He said that Atal ji, who was
born on December 25, 1924,
had a public life of nearly six
decades that was completely
unblemished and he elevated
Indian politics to new heights.
Chief Minister Yogi also
referred to Atal ji as an ‘ajaat-
shatru’ (a person without ene-
mies) in Indian politics, high-
lighting his status as a univer-
sally respected figure.
Reflecting on Atal Bihari
Vajpayee’s legacy, Chief
Minister Yogi noted that Atal
Bihari Vajpayee began his pub-
lic life in independent India
under the guidance of Dr
Syama Prasad Mookerjee and
Pandit Deendayal Upadhyay. In
1957, he was elected as an MP
from Balrampur (now
Shravasti) for the first time.
He added, “Atal ji had the
opportunity to serve in the Lok
Sabha 10 times and in the
Rajya Sabha twice, with five of
his Lok Sabha terms being as
the elected representative from
Lucknow.”
Chief Minister Yogi said that
although Atal Bihari Vajpayee
was no longer with us, his
memories, poems and the val-
ues and principles he upheld in
Indian politics would always
continue to inspire us.
He added that the nation can
never forget the efforts made by
Atal Bihari Vajpayee to estab-

lish India as a global superpow-
er. Chief Minister Yogi men-
tioned that, in gratitude for his
noble efforts, the grateful
nation honoured him with the
title of Bharat Ratna.
Chief  Minister  Yogi
Adityanath was accompanied
by Deputy Chief Ministers
Keshav Prasad Maurya and
Brajesh Pathak, Bharatiya
Janata Party state president
Chaudhary Bhupendra Singh,
Chief Secretary Manoj Kumar
Singh, former deputy chief
minister and currently Rajya
Sabha member Dr Dinesh

Sharma, former jal shakti
minister Mahendra Singh and
many senior BJP leaders in
the programme.
Speaking at a ‘Shraddhanjali
Sabha’ and solo poetry recita-
tion programme, Yogi said
that politics should be root-
ed in values and principles.
He warned that politics
devoid of these elements
becomes a noose around the
neck. This, he added, repre-
sents the true nature of the
so-called secularists in the
country, which we see time and
again.

Lucknow (PNS): In a tragic
road accident, three kan-
wariyas, including a woman, were
killed while 18 others sustained
injuries when a pickup truck filled
with kanwariyas rammed into a
stationary trailer on National
Highway-2 near Gulamipur area
under Saini Kotwali of Kaushambi.
The accident took place early
Friday morning. CM Yogi
Adityanath expressed his condo-
lences to the bereaved families and
directed officials to ensure proper
treatment for the injured.
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Bahujan Samaj Party chief
Mayawati on Friday

expressed her support for the
announcement of assembly
elections in Jammu and
Kashmir and claimed that her
party, like the Parliament elec-
tions, would go it alone.
The former chief minister of
Uttar Pradesh emphasised the
importance of elections in
democracy for addressing var-
ious issues and welcomed the
decision as a step towards
strengthening political and
democratic activities in the
region. The Bahujan Samaj
Party plans to contest these
elections independently, she

claimed.
Mayawati also welcomed the
assembly elections scheduled to
be held in a single phase in
Haryana. She highlighted the
BSP’s existing strong alliance
with the Indian National Lok
Dal (INLD) in Haryana.
The Bahujan Samaj Party is
determined to fight the elec-
tions with full strength and
aims to form a coalition gov-
ernment with its partners, she
added.
The Election Commission of
India (ECI) on Friday
announced assembly elections
in Jammu & Kashmir, Haryana
and said that the dates for
Maharashtra and Jharkhand
will be announced later on.
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The Yogi Adityanath govern-
ment has set an ambitious

target of transforming Uttar
Pradesh into a zero poverty
state, To realise this target
Chief Minister Yogi has adopt-
ed the principle of ‘Antyodaya
se Sarvodaya’ as the foundation
of his approach. He unveiled
the ambitious scheme on the
78th Independence Day on
Thursday.
The policy envisions the welfare
of the entire society by focusing
on the uplift of the most vulner-
able sections. A comprehensive
action plan is being developed
to achieve Yogi’s goal of a ‘zero
poverty state’.
According to an official
spokesman of the government,
the ‘One Family, One ID’ initia-
tive will be pivotal in this effort,
aiming to ensure that every
impoverished and marginalised
individual receives the full ben-
efits of government schemes.
The Yogi government has set an
ambitious target to lift 15 lakh
to 25 lakh of the state’s poorest
families above the poverty line
within a year.
Over the past decade, six crore
individuals in Uttar Pradesh
who were living in severe eco-
nomic hardship, have been lift-
ed out of multidimensional
poverty, thereby providing them
with a dignified quality of life.
Addressing the people of Uttar
Pradesh on Independence Day,
Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath
reaffirmed the state govern-
ment's unwavering commit-
ment to the welfare of the most
marginalised through
‘Antyodaya’. “Our priority is to
ensure that every poor, needy
and deprived individual benefits
from government schemes,” he
said.
Chief Minister Yogi empha-
sised that in the last seven and
a half years, over 56 lakh poor
families have been provided
with housing under the Pradhan
Mantri Awas Yojana, 2.62 crore
people have gained access to toi-
lets, and more than 1.86 crore
have received free LPG connec-
tions. The ongoing efforts
include providing drinking
water connections to over 2.65
crore families and distributing
free food grains to 15 crore poor
people.
The chief minister highlighted
that with the effective imple-
mentation of welfare pro-
grammes, Uttar Pradesh has
successfully lifted six crore peo-
ple out of multidimensional

poverty. “In line with the prime
minister’s vision, the state gov-
ernment is also committed to
advancing the zero poverty cam-
paign,” Chief Minister Yogi said.
He added that by creating a
Family ID for every household,
the state aims to achieve 100 per
cent saturation of government
schemes. Each family will be
issued a Family ID to facilitate
this goal, he added.
According to NITI Aayog, Uttar
Pradesh consistently ranks first
in the nation in the composite
rankings. Despite this achieve-
ment, reaching every impover-
ished family remains a challeng-
ing task. The Yogi government
recognises that if some families
have been left behind, it is cru-
cial to include them in the
poverty eradication efforts.
To address this, the government
is developing a comprehensive
strategy and roadmap for pover-
ty eradication. The analysis
reveals that the poverty levels
among some identified families
are alarmingly severe. Therefore,
in the initial phase, the govern-
ment plans to implement a tar-
geted convergence strategy to
address the needs of the poor-
est families. This approach will
focus on meeting their essential
needs, including food, clothing,
housing, education and medical
care.
In addition, projects are being
identified that can provide sup-
port to these families. At the gov-
ernment level, there is a focus
not only on securing funds but
also on ensuring effective man-
agement. Emphasis is also being
placed on establishing clear
guidelines and adhering to time-
lines for the necessary actions
required for each family.
In the second phase, the focus
will shift to establishing sustain-
able income sources and
enhancing the livelihood skills
and capacity of one member
from each family. 

Additionally, provisions will be
made to engage students from
universities, colleges and presti-
gious educational institutions as
interns. Local civil society organ-
isations will also be involved
through partnerships with the
Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation (BMGF). Reputable
research institutes may be
empanelled for independent
evaluations to ensure effective

implementation and assessment.
Chief Minister Yogi, on

Independence Day, also
announced the Mukhyamantri
Yuva Udyami Vikas Yojana.

The scheme will serve as the
foundation for fostering young
entrepreneurs in the state with
the target to provide financial
assistance to 10 lakh micro,
small and medium enterprise
(MSME) units over the next 10

years. Under the scheme, inter-
est-free loans up to Rs 5 lakh will
be provided in the first install-
ment, and interest-free loans up
to Rs 10 lakh will be given to
young entrepreneurs in the sec-
ond installment. 

Under the scheme, financial
grants will be provided to one
lakh youth every year by getting
loans from banks for setting up
micro enterprises.
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Deputy Chief Minister
Keshav Prasad Maurya

lauded Prime Minister
Narendra Modi for remarkable
economic growth of the coun-
try during the last one decade.
“Due to the efforts of the PM,
we have become the fifth econ-
omy of the world by leaving
Britain behind”, he said, appeal-
ing to the people to take a
pledge that they will make
every possible effort to make
India a developed country by
2047. He was speaking as the
chief guest in a grand Tiranga
(tricolour) Yatra taken out on
the occasion of 78th
Independence Day here on
Thursday.
