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ttar Pradesh Finance

Minister Suresh Khanna,
on Wednesday, presented the
first supplementary budget for
the current fiscal 2023-24 in the
state assembly.

The size of the supple-
mentary budget is Rs 28,761
crore.

Tabling the finance bill on
the second day of the winter
session, the finance minister
stated that the supplementary
budget includes revenue expen-
diture of Rs 19,463.9 crore and
capital expenditure of Rs 9,714
crore. The provision for new
schemes in the schedule of new
demands is Rs 7,421.21.

The minister said that
additional grants for the ongo-
ing and new schemes would
give a boost to the development
process in the state.

In the supplementary bud-
get, provisions have been made
by the government for many
new projects. The proposed
supplementary demand
encompasses proposals for new
demand of Rs 7,421.21 crore,
including proposals worth Rs
21,339.46 crore for ongoing
schemes.

Additionally, the supple-
mentary budget includes pro-
visions for farmers, allocating
Rs 900 crore for free electrici-
ty to farmers and Rs 400 crore
for clearing dues of sugarcane
farmers. There are provisions in
the supplementary budget for
the development of the state
capital region.

A provision of Rs 50 crore
as seed capital for the ‘State
Capital Regional Development
Authority” and Rs 100 crore for
the construction of the region-
al offices of the authority at
Varanasi and Gorakhpur, and
Rs 10 lakh to the UP Housing
and Development Board for the

construction of the convention
centre. There is a provision of
Rs 231 crore for Lucknow and
Kanpur metro rail for the
repayment of loans, Rs 2090
crore for the Vishwakarma
Shram Samman Yojana and Rs
4,493 Jakh to Khadi and Village
Industries Board for self-
employment promotion
scheme

The budget has an alloca-
tion of Rs 510 crore for the
establishment of the PM Mega
Integrated Textile Zone and
Apparel Park in Lucknow-
Hardoi under the PM Mitra
Scheme and Rs 100 crore for
the implementation of the
Uttar Pradesh Data Centre
Policy.

Meanwhile, with a new set
of rules prohibiting legislators
from carrying phones, political
posters or flags in the Uttar
Pradesh assembly coming into
force, Samajwadi Party mem-
bers continued their protests
against the government on the
second day of the session too
by wearing black clothes.

Shivpal Singh Yadav, SP
national general secretary and
veteran leader of the party, has
raised concerns over the Yogi
Adityanath government’s sup-
plementary budget. He alleged
that more than 50 per cent of
the budget allocated to any
department in the state had not
been utilised.

Shivpal Yadav accused the

Yogi government of being fix-
ated on numbers without effec-
tive implementation.
Samajwadi Party chief Akhilesh
Yadav questioned whether the
government procured wheat or
whether it let private compa-
nies handle the purchases. He
highlighted that the Goods
and Services Tax (GST) on
farming equipment ranged
from 12 per cent to 18 per cent.

Akhilesh Yadav also sought
to know whether the double-
engine government would
reduce the GST to support
farmers or provide assistance to
them directly from the state
treasury.

The Samajwadi Party
opposed the budget.

Yogi govt approves
first land subsidy
under FDI Policy

In arevolutionary step under
the recently enacted Foreign
Direct Investment Policy-2023,
the Uttar Pradesh government
has decided to provide a ‘front-
end land subsidy’ to the first
company.

In this regard,
Infrastructure and Industrial
Development Commissioner
Manoj Kumar Singh has issued
the approval letter and eligibil-
ity certificate for providing
front-end land subsidy to Fuji
Silvertech Concrete Private
Limited (FSCPL) for their pro-
posed project.

It is noteworthy that
recently, the Yogi Adityanath
cabinet approved the Uttar
Pradesh Foreign Development
Policy-2023. This is the first
case of approval for land sub-
sidy for any company after the
policy was formulated.

The letter of approval sent
to the managing director of Fuji
Silvertech Concrete Private
Limited stated that Invest
UP’s evaluation committee
assessed the proposal in its
meeting on November 22,
2023, and approved the foreign
direct investment (FDI) for
the grant of a front-end land
subsidy.

The committee recom-
mended the grant of front-end
land subsidy and referred the
matter to the empowered com-
mittee established under Clause
31 of the Investment
Promotion Policy-2023 for
Fortune Global 500 and
Fortune India 500 companies.

The empowered commit-
tee has given its approval for
granting 75 per cent of front-
end land subsidy for the pro-
posed project, covering 10
hectares (approximately 25
acres) of land in Yamuna

Expressway Industrial
Development Authority,
Gautam Buddha Nagar.

The FSCPL project is relat-
ed to the construction of pre-
cast concrete products using
wet cast technology and sulfur
concrete technology.

In Phase 1, there will be an
installed capacity of 650 TPD,
and in Phase 2, there will be an
additional capacity of 350
TPD.

The estimated cost of
Phase 1 is Rs 150 crore while
Phase 2 will also cost Rs 150
crore. Approximately 700 peo-
ple will directly and indirectly
gain employment from Phase
1 of the project.

The FSCPL is jointly
owned by Fuji Concrete
Industry Co Ltd (FCICL) and
Toyota Kohki Co Ltd (TKCL).

Notably, FCICL has been
operating since 1970 while
TKCL has been operational
since 1966. Both the firms are
based in Japan.

Fuji brings cutting-edge
technology and collective expe-
rience of 100 years. The com-
pany has two plants in India,
one in Bagodara, Gujarat, and
the other one in Aurangabad,
Mabharashtra.

The proposed manufac-
turing plant in YEIDA will be
the company’s first produc-
tion unit in north India.

SP ML As protest against UP govt
outside stat
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Holding placards against the
state government,
Samajwadi Party MLAs held a
protest before the statue of for-
mer prime minister Chaudhary
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Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi
Adityanath, on Wednesday, slammed
leader of opposition Akhilesh Yadav for
politicising the issue of vector diseases like
dengue.

“You create chaos in society by politi-
cising every issue; people saw your true
face during the corona (COVID-19 pan-
demic) period. The government is aware
of dengue; serious efforts are being made
to control communicable diseases through
inter-departmental coordination,” Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath said while
intervening in the debate on the spread
of dengue in the state.

The issue was raised by Samajwadi
Party MLA Lalji Verma during the zero
hour through an adjournment notice.

“The leader of the opposition is not
interested in solving the problem, but in
creating chaos in society by politicising
every issue. People had seen your mali-
cious attempts during the novel coron-
avirus pandemic also when you were mis-
leading the people on the vaccine by call-
ing it a Modi vaccine,” he said.

“Both the (Covid) vaccines were
developed by the scientists under Prime
Minister Modi’s guidance in the country
and have proved to be the most effective
vaccines in the world. COVID-19 cases
are seen increasing in all the countries of
the world but it is under control in India
and in Uttar Pradesh,” the chief minister
said.

“The UP government has made a
comprehensive and coordinated effort to
control all vector-borne diseases, includ-
ing dengue and is also tracing and treat-
ing all those infected with it;” Yogi said and
added, “The double-engine government
does not make only statements but also
delivers on the ground. Dengue is com-
pletely under control in Uttar Pradesh
because of timely steps taken by the gov-
ernment.”

The leader of the opposition had
alleged that people were not getting
treatment for dengue in government

hospitals and were forced to seek treat-
ment in private hospitals, where they were
forced to pay exorbitant fees for treatment.

Deputy Chief Minister Brajesh
Pathak, who heads the Health
Department, was answering the questions
of the leader of opposition and SP MLAs
in the House. However, amidst the noise
created by the opposition MLAs, Yogi
Adityanath intervened and rebutted the
charges levelled by the opposition mem-
bers.

In an obvious dig at Akhilesh Yadav,
the chief minister said, “You will get the
answer as per the question raised by you.
Right now, you have heard only half the
answer, if you listen to it completely then
perhaps the history will come alive in your
mind.”

“You have only talked about dengue,
but when we talk about vector-borne dis-
eases, it also includes diseases like malar-
ia, chikungunya, kala-azar. A coordinat-
ed effort has been made at the government
level for the treatment of all these relat-
ed diseases, be it vector-borne or water-
borne diseases. It is through that coordi-
nated effort that a special campaign for
communicable disease control is run
three times a year in the state;” the chief
minister said.

He said the Health Department,
being the nodal department, implements
these programmes in coordination with
all other departments through awareness
for the first 15 days. After this, through
Dastak door-to-door campaign, suspect-
ed patients running fever are traced and
taken to the nearest health centre for treat-
ment.

Referring to the region-wise disease
profile of Uttar Pradesh, a state with a
population of 25 crore, Yogi Adityanath
said, “Uttar Pradesh is a state with diverse
climatic zones and therefore, diseases also
differ from region to region. If you look
at the area ranging from eastern UP to
Terai of Nepal up to Saharanpur, the entire
area was affected by encephalitis. If you
look at the area around Bareilly and
Budaun, it was more infected with malar-

ia. If you reach from Varanasi to Firozabad
and Agra via Prayagraj, Lucknow, Kanpur,
this entire area is affected by dengue. If
we look at the Bundelkhand region, this
entire region is affected by chikungunya.
Kala-azar was seen more effectively in the
areas adjacent to Bihar”

Yogi Adityanath said that dengue was
a type of flu, having its own cycle. Taking
a jibe at Akhilesh Yadav, he said, “When
the member was shouting, I was also wor-
ried about his health. What you have said
is not ‘blood trip, it is called platelets. It
is available in sufficient quantities in every
district. What used to happen earlier was
that we used to transfuse whole blood.
Whole blood is not required for every
patient, especially those with viral diseases
such as dengue or multiple viruses that
reduce platelet count. We provide an addi-
tional supply of platelets in that situation.
For this, blood separator units have been
provided in every district”

Referring to the efforts made regard-
ing health infrastructure in the state, Yogi
Adityanath said that the government
was also providing annual health insur-
ance cover of Rs 5 lakh under Ayushman
Bharat and Mukhyamantri Jan Arogya
Yojana to 10 crore people in the state.

“The patients are getting all the facil-
ities in any empanelled private or govern-
ment hospital. The entire House is witness
that every MLA has been authorised to
give Rs 25 lakh annually from the
Vidhayak Nidhi,” the chief minister said
and added, “There is no discrimination
on any ground like caste, creed and reli-
gion in sanction of funds for medical
treatment from the Chief Minister’s Relief
Fund. Whosoever applies for it gets the
assistance if the person is a citizen of Uttar
Pradesh. The government provides finan-
cial assistance for treatment within the
state, in the country or anywhere in the
world from the Chief Minister’s Relief
Fund” Yogi Adityanath asserted that the
government has made funds available to
all the members of the assembly when
they recommended for assistance from
CM Relief Fund.

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"Iwo brothers stabbed to death in Jaunpur

Lucknow (PNS): Two brothers were
attacked and killed with a knife in an
alleged dispute with the guests of a wed-
ding procession in Khetasarai area of
Jaunpur district on Tuesday night.

Police later arrested six accused in con-
nection with the killing.

According to Shahganj police station
in-charge Shubham, around 11 pm on
Tuesday, a marriage procession arrived in
Khetasarai town under Khetasarai police
station. Ajay Prajapati (23) and his broth-
er Ankit Prajapati (20) had set up a fast
food stall near the Durga temple. Some
guests in the baraat came near his shop to
drink alcohol, during which Ajay and
Ankit had a dispute with them.

As the altercation escalated, some peo-
ple attacked both the brothers with knives,
injuring them seriously. Shubham said the

injured were taken to Sadar Hospital
where they died during treatment. He said
that a case had been registered against six
accused and a search had been launched
for them. The arrested accused were iden-
tified as Mukesh Bind, Nishu Bind and
Satish Bind. Three pistols, three car-
tridges and a knife were recovered from
their possession.

Meanwhile in another wedding cere-
mony in Pratapgarh, a clash broke out
between the groom and bride sides in
which one person was killed while half a
dozen were injured. Due to the chaos, the
marriage could not take place at night. The
marriage was solemnised only on
Wednesday morning after which the
groom left with his bride.

According to reports, Lakshmi, daugh-
ter of Bhagirathi Yadav alias Mukandee of

Shekhpur Athgawan village in Patti
Kotwali area of Pratapgarh, was to be mar-
ried to Shubhang Yadav, son of Om
Prakash Yadav of Gadehari in Nagar
Kotwali area. When the wedding proces-
sion arrived on Tuesday night and people
were dancing to the tunes of the DJ, there
was a dispute between bride and groom’s
side over playing of Bhojpuri songs in the
night. The altercation escalated and both
sides started fighting with sticks, rods and
chairs. The housewives chased the wedding
guests and beat them.

During this stampede, the groom’s
friend Shiv Pratap (28), a teacher and res-
ident of Rahatikar in Udaipur police sta-
tion area, fell into the well. On hearing the
screams, nearby people arrived and took
help of the fire brigade personnel to take
out the teacher but he died by then.
